Here Are Some Key Issues For ARVC in 2010:

Highway Reauthorization and Funding— Continue to advocate safe and efficient
highways essential to RVs.

e Recreation and Tourism Marketing— The Historic Travel Promotion Act is about to be
enacted with ARVC recommendations for equal attention to rural areas; National Park
Service tourism strategic plan adopted including ARVC recommendations for national
parks to work closely with tourism industry and local communities.

Small Business Tax Issues— Continued to oppose adverse changes in vendor reporting
requirements, treatment of independent contractors and reversal of estate tax
advances.

Unfair Competition— Worked to get Federal land agencies to re-examine campground
construction and expansion plans.

Stimulus Legislation— Supported investments in transportation infrastructure and
Federal lands that will benefit RV parks and campgrounds.

Health Care Reform— Opposed proposals adverse to small businesses, including
employer mandates.

Here Are Some of the Future Challenges:

e Ensure that interests of small businesses and rural areas are fully considered in
implementation of the Travel Promotion Act.

e Support funding for implementation of National Park Service Tourism Strategic Plan.

e Support other Federal programs for tourism development and mar.ketingssuch.as
scenic byway expansion, development of scenic corridors, innovative public-private
marketing initiatives.

e Follow implementation of any new health care reform program.

e Support including state-local governments’ tourism development projects in any new
stimulus legislation.

e Continue tax and regulatory policies damaging to RV parks and campgrounds.
